Stay-at-home parents are asked to consider opening their
homes to endangered children by becoming Safe Houses. And retired residents who are
willing to give an hour per week of their time are also needed to conduct routine patrols
to canvas the neighborhood for safety issues or concerns.

Please give serious consideration to offering your assistance. We want to continue in our
quest to make South Point Subdivision not just a neighborhood, but a community! As a
community, let’s come together to ensure we keep our neighborhood a place where
everyone feels safe and secure.
